	Myla made a motion to approve the minutes; Randy seconded the motion; the motion passed

	HMIS Funding and NOFA Update

An email was sent announcing HMIS Tier 1 permanent supportive housing projects were funded  
Tier 2 funding will be announced in the near future. If Tier 2 is not fully funded, as a CoC the state will have an expectation for us to find a way to fund our fair share of HMIS. Cost would be about $1,000 each for 20 users.
State Unified Funding applications are due next week (March 25th).
One of the projects funded in Tier 1 is the $44,000 planning grant (which starts in Dec or Jan and helps pay for Marie’s time) but does not cover working with landlords. The CoC will be submitting a Unified Funding application to pay for the Assistant Planner’s position to complete landlord engagement and other projects. 
	Myla Dutton
Myla made a motion to approve an application of $ for Unified funding; Kim seconded the motion.  The motion passed. The actual submitted request was $12,030.

	Recent Legislative Actions-Housing

A discussion was had about House Bill 436: unprecedented funding for homelessness for shelter projects in Salt Lake County, and some ongoing funding for statewide projects and needs. This bill was passed and signed by Gov. Herbert.
· SB 175 was pulled (source of income specifically re: Section 8 no longer counted toward income). Landlords have been trying to work around the program.  Stephanie is reaching out to landlords to see what specific complaints might be.  Another year will be spent educating and building bridges with local landlords and legislators.  
· HB 328 is data evaluation with HMIS system capacity. Sponsors want consistency across the state.  It passed, and it was also funded. This evaluation will also incorporate an analysis of the Dept. of Correction’s system, as well as the Dept of Education’s ability to document homelessness among those they service. We will be involved in the discussion about how the information can be compiled.  We’ll be involved so we can safeguard the data before program changes are suggested to the State.

	AHAR presentation/2016 commitments 
· Annual Homeless Assessment Report breaks down quarterly “Point in Time” count and the average number of people served based on HMIS data. The intention is to take HMIS data collected over the last year, aggregate it and provide a summary of people who have been housed in six different project types such as emergency shelter for families and individuals, permanent supportive housing for families and individuals, etc. It breaks it down by demographics, length of stay and other measures. Four reports were taken from the HUD website and the summary contains noteworthy statistics. This does not pertain to mainstream services, just those who are actually in housing, but not rapid rehousing. Next meeting will cover gaps analysis, including the annual survey, which will be a thorough process.

Margy is still working on research project: short survey with inmates to see what kind of place they have when they get out.  The situation changes as they get released.  She’ll report as soon as there is a statistically significant number of people on whom to report. They are working with Adult Probation and Parole, JRI and CABHI and have housed a couple people this month. 

· Project Support:  A date was discussed for the next training:  Tuesday, June 28th at Department of Workforce Services.   

· Education committee:  Recent committee meeting involved a discussion about transition to adult living and the need to apply for a Transitional Living program federal grant Utah County.  Next meeting:  May 19th.  

· Housing Solutions: is working on public awareness and development of affordable housing projects. Good group of passionate people working to get the affordable housing needed.
